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WELCOME TO THE “"ORDINARY TIME"” OF PENTECOST!

There are six liturgical seasons in the church year: Advent, Christmas, Epiphany, Lent, Easter, and Pentecost
or “ordinary time.” The term “ordinary time” is not used in the Book of Common Prayer (BCP), but the
season after Pentecost is often called ordinary time.

In both the Incarnation (Advent, Christmastide, and Epiphanytide) and the Paschal seasons (Lent, Holy
Week, and Eastertide), the church walks through and celebrates the defining moments of the life of Jesus,
mining these events for meaning and spiritual nourishment. In the long ordinary time, we apply the
teachings of these seasons to our presence in the world, living the values of the kingdom of God in light of
what we've experienced in the months prior.

The Godly play curriculum refers to ordinary time as the “great, green, growing season.” This is why our
liturgical color for the season is green. This half of the Christian year invites us to continue to plumb the
depths of the teachings of Jesus and to embrace Jesus’ practical teachings as we live out the Mysteries we
have celebrated in the major of events of his life.

LEARN THROUGH THE LECTIONARY

LEARN-read and reflect on scripture, especially the life and teaching of Jesus—is one of seven practices in a
Jesus-centered life. During the Season of Pentecost, the first reading each week will follow the stories of the
promises of God to King David (known as the “Davidic covenant”) in 1 & 2 Samuel. Using this semi-
continuous cycle of readings from Hebrew Scripture (the Old Testament) allows St. Francis’ parishioners to
learn about scripture. As you wait for the service to begin, read here about the context of the first reading to
deepen your knowledge and understanding of the reading for the day. Our Sunday Forum on June 16, 23 and
30 at 9:15am will also explore the books of Samuel.

THIS WEEK IN SAMUEL

Today begins our semi-continuous reading of the Davidic history. We hear God'’s call to the boy Samuel.
Samuel’s mother, Hannah, begged God to give her a child. When Samuel was born, she then gave him to Elj,
priest of the temple, to live at and serve in the temple all his days. Samuel grows to be the primary leader of
the people and the way that God eventually chooses David and David’s family as the rulers of the people of
Israel. Much later the kingdom of David became the image of the coming of Messiah, Jesus the Christ.

THERE ARE NO MISTAKES IN WORSHIP

At St. Francis’, we say, “there are no mistakes in worship.” Of course we make mistakes, but this is our way
of saying that our focus is praise, thanks and dwelling with God as a community. If we sing off key, stand or
sit at the wrong time, or make some other error, God is still praised. That is our priority! So if you make a
mistake while you are with us, welcome to the club and God be praised!

THE FIRST LESSON

Reader

A reading from the first book of Samuel. 3:1-10(11-20)

Now the boy Samuel was ministering to the Lord under Eli. The word of the Lord was rare
in those days; visions were not widespread.

At that time Eli, whose eyesight had begun to grow dim so that he could not see, was
lying down in his room; the lamp of God had not yet gone out, and Samuel was lying
down in the temple of the Lord, where the ark of God was. Then the Lord called, “Samuel!
Samuel!” and he said, “Here | am!” and ran to Eli, and said, “Here | am, for you called me.”
But he said, "I did not call; lie down again.” So he went and lay down. The Lord called
again, "Samuel!” Samuel got up and went to Eli, and said, “"Here | am, for you called me.”
But he said, "l did not call, my son; lie down again.” Now Samuel did not yet know

the Lord, and the word of the Lord had not yet been revealed to him. The Lord called
Samuel again, a third time.

THE SECOND LESSON
Reader A reading from the second letter to the Corinthians. 4:5-12

We do not proclaim ourselves; we proclaim Jesus Christ as Lord and ourselves as your
slaves for Jesus’ sake. For it is the God who said, “Let light shine out of darkness,” who has
shone in our hearts to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of
Jesus Christ.

But we have this treasure in clay jars, so that it may be made clear that this extraordinary
power belongs to God and does not come from us. We are afflicted in every way, but not

crushed; perplexed, but not driven to despair; persecuted, but not forsaken; struck down,
but not destroyed; always carrying in the body the death of Jesus, so that the life of Jesus
may also be made visible in our bodies. For while we live, we are always being given up to
death for Jesus’ sake, so that the life of Jesus may be made visible in our mortal flesh. So

death is at work in us, but life in you.
