to establish themselves without being stifled by quick

growing annual weeds.

We planted a mix of perennial flower and grass

seeds. Because perennials grow slower, it can

take 2 years for these plants to become

established.

M A I N T E N A N C E    2 0 2 8  +  B E Y O N D

Once established, maintenance is minimal. The prairie

will need to be brush-hogged annually to keep our

pocket prairie from being overrun by old growth and

shrubs.
